Public Forum:  There was no participation in this portion of the meeting.
Communications:  

a. Gridiron Association/Fitzpatrick Field:  Chris Hietpas and John Elrick (Gridiron Assoc.) approached the Board with a change for the entrance of the Fitzpatrick football field.  They are seeking approval to start raising money to cover the cost of the project which will range between $43,000 and $63,000.  The Gridiron will raise the funds for the project and no school money would be used.  The new entrance would be designed with a general entrance, secondary entrance and players’ entrance.  The brick would match our present brick and some of the bricks would be commemorative bricks with player/family names on, others would hold football history, the Mustang players and the Bud Kohn – 110% award winners.
b. Student Council Report:  Zach Dercks, student council representative, 
      reported on events pertaining to activities with our high school students and 

      clubs.
c. Elementary School Data Review:  Elementary School Principal, Jim Neubert, and Title 1/Literacy Administrator, Deb Truyman, presented a power point on the elementary student achievement data collected during the first semester.  A discussion ensued regarding the results of this data.
d. Quarterly PSL Report:  School PSL Officer, Jeff Nett, was present to answer 

                               questions pertaining to his report.
e. Little Chute Career Pathways Academy Charter School Presentation:  Shawn Volk, HS Math teacher and Jennifer McDermot, a member of the LCCPA curriculum and planning team updated the Board on progress being made regarding curriculum and development of the charter school.
f. Administrative Reports:  Administrators and Program Directors were in attendance to give oral reports and answer questions pertaining to their reports.
g. Change in FBLA Trip to New York:  Rebecca Van Handel of the FBLA and Jason LeVigne, FBLA advisor, were present at the Board meeting to discuss proposed changes in the 2011 FBLA trip plan that had previously been approved by the Board on June 22, 2010.  The trip would change from New York to Chicago because of financial considerations for the number of students interested in going.  The length of the trip would be shortened and dates have not been confirmed yet.  Considering the ratio of chaperones to students, they would like to have another teacher chaperone as they would miss only one day of classes.  They feel teacher chaperones know students and feel more comfortable disciplining students.  The ratio for trips is 7 students to 1 chaperone.  FBLA would be willing to raise money for an extra teacher chaperone.
