Summer courses are a time for students to be
introduced to new ideas and courses along with spending time with students they may have never had in their class before!
Students get to work on projects or participate in activities with students in a smaller setting than during the school year.
Classes are taught by different grade level teachers and it can be exciting to have a former teacher or to meet a potential
future teacher! 3. Movement! We know how important it is for kids to move and get their daily exercise. There are many
classes available for students to sign up for in order to get outside, in the gymnasium and around the building to get their
bodies moving and working hard! | think you’ll find that your kid really enjoys the summer school experience, we appreciate
your efforts in helping build good routines and supporting their growth academically, emotionally and socially.
